Formally dedicated on October 15, 1965,
the Bonsack Gallery's first exhibit
featured paintings by one of St. Louis'
most prominent modernist artists,
Ernestine Betsberg. The new gallery had
been made possible through a bequest
from the estate of Mrs. Arthur Bonsack,
who wished to make a gift to the arts in
memory of her son, Arthur A. Bonsack Jr.

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an exhibition area for works by
professional artists that would not be a physical extension of the Art Department's classrooms, but a
school gallery readily accessible to the mainstream of student life.

The school designated a classroom near the front door of the main classroom building for its "Little
Gallery." Though the space shifted slightly to the north during a mid-1990s renovation, the gallery retains
the Bonsack name and its mission as a teaching gallery. Fine arts faculty continue to bring their students
to the gallery to study, analyze and react to the works, and artists whose works are displayed talk to
students about their philosophies and techniques. Prominent artists who have shown their work include
William Fett, William Kohn, James McGarrell, Edward Boccia and Tom Friedman '83, to name a few.

The 50th anniversary exhibit will highlight the Bonsack Gallery's history and will include works by artists
connected with the establishment of the gallery and the John Burroughs School fine arts collection. Works
by Arthur Bonsack, Ernestine Betsberg, Arthur Osver and Friedman will be included in the show.

The Bonsack Gallery is a not-for-profit educational gallery on the campus of John Burroughs School, 755
South Price Road in Ladue. Regular gallery hours are 8 am to 5 pm, weekdays. The exhibit is free to the
public.
